The idea is that you learn about history topics not covered in the standard curriculum, such as East
Germany (=DDR), China from Mao to Xi, the US civil rights movement and today's struggle for equality,
or how Kosovo gained independence.
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What about excursions?

The curriculum demands the visit of historical places on excursions. To study East Germany (DDR) we
will go to Berlin, for the Council of Europe (human rights) we will go to Strasbourg. The archive work will
take place at the University of Basel.
